Your yearly invoice is comprised of the following and the amounts were applicable to 2017:                                                       

Annual Membership dues é  $235.00 

Annual Capital Levy éééé..    118.00  

Larger Slip Surcharge ééé..      50.00   (all slips are the larger size now) 

Both premium and regular members pay the annual membership dues and larger slip fees.  

Only regular members pay the annual capital levy.  The by -laws state the annual capital levy 

shall not be less than 50% of the amount of the annual membership dues for the year.     

In the end the only difference between premium and regular membership is the amount 

invoiced each year.  Both memberships enjoy all of the same privileges.
