This, the Constitution Act of 1982, was a land-

mark event and enacted our Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. It was here that 

ñDominion Day,ò (July 1), was renamed in Parliament to ñCanada Dayò 

This year is an occasion to reflect back and look forward: 2017 marks 150 years since a turning point 

in Canadian history.  Looking back to where we have come from, our future is even brighter.
